Registration & Tuition: There is a yearly non-refundable insurance fee required at registration.  Class placement will be based on age and previous training. We reserve the right to change your weekly scheduled class if an error in placement is made. 

Tuition is based on an annual amount – broken up into 10 equal payments – September through June. The first and last month’s payment are required at registration. Your monthly payment is the same regardless of the number of lessons in a month.  There are No Refunds for missed classes.   Tuition payments are due the first lesson of each month. We accept cash, credit cards and personal checks. A $20.00 late fee will be charged after the 15th for all team and recreational classes. There will be a $30 fee imposed on bounced checks.

**If you drop a class or classes, you must notify us by email or mail. You will be responsible for your normal monthly payment until we receive notification.
Attendance and Make-Up Classes: Students are entitled to a make-up class if your regular class is missed. Please call the studio if you will be absent and find out an appropriate make-up class. Make-up classes must be utilized within 30 days of the missed class. Please make every attempt to be at your regular class each week as good attendance is very important to the development of a dancer.

Attire: It is very important to us that we are teaching you correctly. Our teachers must be able to see what your body is doing to give you safe and accurate corrections. All students are required to come to class dressed appropriately.  Students will not be permitted to take class in street clothes. Hair must be worn up in all classes. We are not responsible for jewelry or other personal items left at the studio. All dance supplies can be purchased through the studio at discounted prices. If you will be purchasing supplies elsewhere, please make sure to ask us what colors are required.

Studio Closings: All Holiday closings will be posted on our website in addition to being listed in our quarterly newsletter. If the studio is closed due to inclement weather, a message will be placed on the answering machine 1 hour prior to the start of classes. When in doubt, please call us. If we are forced to close due to inclement weather, you will be entitled to a make-up class only if the total number of classes falls below 33.

Studio Etiquette: As the studio continues to grow we must insist on the following to maintain a safe environment for our students:

· You must clean up after yourself when eating or drinking in studio.

· Parking – The safety of our students is our #1 priority. Stopping in the front of the studio may be convenient for you but it causes a dangerous condition for our dancers. You may NOT park in front of the studio for any reason.

· Only students are permitted in the dance rooms. If your child brings a friend to class, they must remain in the lobby and watch through the viewing window.

· While in the waiting room, siblings of students must behave appropriately. There is no running in the lobby or in vacant dance rooms, no banging on the viewing windows and no climbing on chairs.

· When class is in session, you may not open the classroom door. Please do not tap on the windows to get your child’s attention. This distracts all the students as well as the teacher.

· If you need to speak to your child’s teacher please call the studio to set up an appointment. All classes run back to back, so if a teacher is delayed with a parent they are missing their next class.
 Recital: Center Stage proudly presents an annual recital. The recital is held in a local auditorium during the month of June. The recital is not mandatory, but it is a fun and rewarding experience for the students to showcase their hard work. If your child is not performing in the recital, you must inform us by December 1st.

Dress Rehearsal: The Dress Rehearsal is a mandatory part of the recital. It is important for the students to familiarize themselves with the stage. The dress rehearsal usually takes place the week before the show.

Costumes: In order to receive costumes in time for the recital, we must place our orders in December. A deposit of $50 per costume (cash only) is due by November 11th .  You are responsible for paying the balance of your costumes at the beginning of February. (Statements will be handed out as to amount owed.) No refunds or credits can be given out on costumes, as we pay the entire cost of your costume when the order is placed, and costume manufacturers do not accept returns.
